Dear San Ysidro School District Families and Colleagues,



As we come to the close of our academic year, we take a moment to reflect on the successful
journey of our students and the milestones they have achieved. This year has been filled with
remarkable accomplishments by our students, inspiring triumphs, and joyous occasions at our
schools. Among the many successes of the year, here are a few highlights reflective of our
year’s theme: Excel/ Sobresalir.

Our students won numerous awards throughout the year. Ocean View Hills Elementary Student
Safety Patrol won the Southern Division Safety Patrol of the Year! The Vista Del Mar Middle
baseball team made the playoffs, their cross country team accomplished notable success, and
the volleyball team won the Pacific League Championship! San Ysidro Middle School’s soccer
team won the Spring League Championship! Students at every school won spelling bee awards,
and five students advanced to the San Diego County Regional Spelling Bee Competition!
Various schools earned Green and Blue designations on the California Dashboard for academic
excellence in language arts, mathematics, and English learner progress. Our schools have
some of the highest rates of students becoming English proficient in California! We were also
thrilled to present the long-awaited revival of our “Writer’s Tea,” now called our Student
Anthology, featuring the incredible work of our talented young student writers and artists. Finally,
over 800 of our students participated in our after school Innovacion program, formally known as
Pathways, providing after school academic and cultural enrichment, as well as sports.

Amazing student achievements come from amazing educators! To mention a few, we recognize
Willow Teacher Kathy Ordaz for winning the Academia Award, Board Vice President Zenaida
Rosario for being the proud recipient of the Biliteracy Award, Board President Irene Lopez for
being named Board Member of the Year across San Diego, and Imperial counties, our outreach
consultant Rodrigo Amezquita for being honored as our Classified Employee of the Year 2024,
and teacher Consuelo Carranza as Teacher of the Year 2025. Finally, our child nutrition
department won the 2023 Turnip the Beet Award of Excellence for their meal program. Overall,
we are grateful to our school and department teams, who consistently go above and beyond!
The educators in our district are commended for their unwavering dedication and commitment to
student success!

We are incredibly proud of our dynamic Sci-Phy Team under the leadership of Liana Davis, who
has won the prestigious DREAMS TEAM Award from the San Diego County Office of Education
and Classrooms of the Future. Also, Sci Phy Teacher Juanita Nunez was named the national
Outstanding Teacher of the Year by Project Lead the Way. It was truly heartening to see over
2,400 students and family members attend the 3rd Annual STEM (Science, Technology,
Engineering, and Mathematics) Fair sponsored by the San Ysidro Education Collaborative
under the leadership of Cynthia Nagura, the Fleet Science Center, and NASA, in partnership
with our Sci-Phy team!

With over 40 community partnerships, we are most grateful to organizations this year who have
gone above and beyond for our students. For example, the San Ysidro Education Collaborative
spearheaded the 3rd Annual STEM Fair, coordinated the 6th-grade career day presentations
and the 7th-grade internships at the Las Americas Premium Outlets, and more! The San Diego
Padres had students participate in the Estrellas Program, wherein they met with professional
baseball players at Petco Park. The San Ysidro Women'’s Club sponsored the 23rd Annual
Teddy Bears for Kids event and provided scholarships for several of our 8th-grade students. The
Scripps Howard Foundation & Channel 10 News provided books and school supplies to Willow
and Smythe Elementary Schools. The Los Angeles Chargers invited students to an event where
they were able to meet professional football players. Finally, AT&T Mexico and Blue Women



Pink Men launched “Revive Tu Cancha” to bring renowned Mexican muralist Nestor Mondragon
to Sunset Elementary to create a mural on the basketball court that embodies the vibrant culture
of our community.

A special thanks to our community for the general obligation bond funds that have allowed our
district to work on several school construction projects. Our gem projects this year were the
beautiful new playgrounds at La Mirada and Smythe Elementary Schools which reflect our
commitment to inclusive and enriching environments. Also in progress is a school safety fencing
project at Willow Elementary, the initial construction design work for modernizing San Ysidro
Middle School, and building a community resource center at the Beyer location!

Parents, we want to congratulate you for your outstanding dedication to the Parent Institute for
Quality Education (PIQE) courses, which have led to your completion of the program and your
graduation! We also extend our sincere gratitude to you, for the support and love that you give
to your children.
