% Ensure your child knows who will drop them off and pick them up from school
each day; or if they will walk home
% Help your child prepare their school backpack
> Elementary: Check the backpack each day for important school/teacher
information, homework & more
> Middle School: Ask your child each day about important school
information, homework & more
% Reassure your child that they will do well on the first day of school
% Review information in the district Parent Handbook with your child
