MONTHLY MEETING
On Wednesday, April 21st the SY Education Collaborative held their virtual monthly
meeting. Collaborative Chair, Cynthia Nagura, led the meeting which included
community, business and educational leaders joined in a partnership to provide service
and support for San Ysidro children and families. The various Task Forces and
Committees include: STEM Initiative Task Force, Scholarship Committee and
Emergency Task Forces; Family Full Services Support and Educational Support. These
