EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGY UPDATE 
The department has been focused on ensuring student access to the digital platform 
through the distribution of Chromebooks, internet support, hot spots, and technology 
troubleshooting for parents and families. The chart shows the progress we have made 
with meeting these goals and the anticipated timeline to be at 1:1 devices and access 
for all students.

USDA’s Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) is extending a suite of nationwide waivers for 
the Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) and Seamless Summer Option (SSO) 
through the end of 2020, or until available funding runs out. This includes allowing 
SFSP and SSO meals to be served in all areas and at no cost; permitting meals to be 
served outside of the typically-required group settings and meal times; waiving meal 
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pattern requirements as necessary; and allowing parents and guardians to pick-up 
meals for their children.
